CONGREGATIONAL  MEETING  
 
Watch for information regarding our Congregational Meeting on Sunday, August 28. 
 
At the May 13-14 Convocation, a motion was adopted to amend the Carolinas Mission Region    
Constitution. The purpose of the Congregational meeting on August 28 will be to Ratify Proposed 
amendments to the Carolinas Missions Region Constitution to make the language more consistent.  
No changes of substance were made.  
 
According to the CMR Constitution, these amendments must be ratified by two-thirds majority of 
congregations at a called Congregational meeting and given notice of result to the Convenor.   
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Differences happen! There is no avoiding it.  
 
Twitter is in a storm of controversy. If they donôt like what you say they can dismiss you and  
remove your account.  
 
Holy Trinity is in the midst of a huge ñchangeò because the pastoral leadership has changed. This 
will be an ongoing reality as we are in the interim time, and a permanent pastor will eventually be 
called to shepherd this church. 
 
As an Intentional Interim, part of my ministry vocation is to help the congregation look at leadership 
styles, priorities for the future, and seeing what we together can personally do to invite those who 
have left to possibly reunite with the family of Holy Trinity. 
 
We need to examine what was working ten, five, even one year ago that is not well working now. 
Are there dynamics that led to positive change or negative change? 
 
What might be your expectations of the next Senior/Lead Pastor? What expectation will she or he 
have of you ï the family of Holy Trinity? 
 
I was visiting a member of the church at Gaston Hospital (CaroMont Regional Medical Center) and 
a member of the family walked me to the parking deck. She is not a member now, but had been 
when there was a vibrant Childrenôs Ministry. She made it clear that we need to reach out and build 
the ministry for our children. To which I said: Amen and Amen!
